INSURANCE 
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum of £2,000,000 per event. 
The race shall be governed by the current version of the World Sailing Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS)

START TIME:  1220 for WODs on the OLD Wivenhoe Sailing Club line at the old hard.
ESTIMATED FINISH TIME: 1350 (No boats will be timed in after 1430)
STARTING: 5 minutes:
Horn + WSC Flag


  4 minutes:
Horn + Blue Peter



  1 minute:

Long horn + Blue Peter lowered

Horn + WSC flag lowered
If a dinghy is over the line at the start a second horn will sound and one flag will be raised and stay hoisted until that offender has re-crossed the line.

COURSES:  The course will be chosen from the current WSC course card
N.B. Please be aware that the river may be very busy with Yachts, BODs, Gigs and Sailing Smacks racing. The Sailing Smacks in particular have limited manoeuvrability and you are strongly advised not to impede their progress and to give them a wide berth.
FINISH: The finish line is a line across the river at the WSC Old Start Hut.

Prize giving for WODs and dinghies will take place at approximately 1430. Timings to be confirmed on the day.
Crew tokens will be available from the old hut after the race for a pint at the old sailing club hut on the old hard and a burger from the BBQ outside the Hard Gates.

5. Skippers are reminded that when in the vicinity of any vessels not competing in their race, the International Rules for the Prevention of Collisions at Sea will apply.
